Functionality identified in Terry’s and Justin’s documents:

· Shared legacy application
In the short term, we can use VNC to share legacy applications
· Shared whiteboard

· Shared web (and image) browser
Terry’s doc specifies an image browser with whiteboard capabilities.  In the short term, we can view images using the current shared web browser functionality, and include the notation capabilities in a future application.

· Shared powerpoint (also needed for SCGlobal)

· Tiled display
This item needs clarification.  Ivan and I were able to conceive of two useful ways to integrate the tiled display, but are not sure whether these are what is being described.

· Tiled display as a node service
A tiled display could be considered a capability of a node, with high resolution applications directed to it.  Multiple sites could use their tiled displays synchronously while using the AG.
· Tiled display as a venue resource
A user could place a tiled display reference in a venue; other venue users could drop data on the tiled display resource, and—through mime type dereferencing—the appropriate application could be launched and displayed on the tiled display.  The obvious problem here is that, while venue users could display to the tiled display, they aren’t collocated with it, so don’t see the result.
To understand the tiled display requirements better, we should review how the SWOF groups plan to use tiled displays for collaboration.
Functionality that we are not prepared to undertake for AG2

· Automatic client software distribution (Justin)
Tasks identified to provide specified functionality

· Finalize shared application design and refactoring
This will provide the basis for developing shared applications.  Deliverables from this work include a document describing how to develop shared applications, and the shared web browser as a sample application.

· Support for mime type association when adding applications to venue

· Support for mime type-to-application association in venue client, for launching local and shared applications from venue data and venue applications

· Develop shared powerpoint application

· Develop shared whiteboard application

· Develop shared legacy application, using VNC in this first iteration
