Issues: 

Timing
There is a need to be sensitive to the timing of the scheduled SC events and be sure that AG events do not interfere.

Space  

Much of the content and interactions would be best received if there were a semi-public AG space available that was not in one of the research booths.

Commitment 

By it’s nature, events on the Access Grid reach a wider audience than a talk in a booth and therefore require a deeper commitment to meeting posted schedules and maintaining production values.

Local activity 

Last year, each research booth that had an AG node hosted some private events on their AG Node (with sponsors, back-home folks, collaborators, etc)  as well as participated in public events. We can assume that this will be true this year.

Scheduling 

Through the use of Virtual Venues, multiple simultaneous AG events may take place but there needs to be a central scheduling system so that a) private meetings can take place and be private, and b) so the public can find out what will be happening and when.
