



Class of a Million is a pilot project supported by the Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts, and GrangeNet. As part of National Science Week and the Australian Science Festival, Class of a Million will link school students from all over Australia and the United States of America in an interactive forum discussing science using Access Grid technology. Class of a Million will be held during the day on Friday 19 August 2005

This event will allow students to experience cutting edge communications technology in an educational environment, and give students the opportunity to interact face to face with scientists who may be geographically far away.

Class of a Million will feature presentations from Dr Karl Kruszelnicki, well known author and science communicator on Australian TV and radio, and Ken Skeldon.

Visiting from the UK as part of the National Science Week National Tour, Ken Skeldon will be performing his Arcs and Sparks show live to the Class of a Million audiences from around Australia. Ken Skeldon is a research fellow in medical physics at the University of Glasgow. The Arcs and Sparks show walks students through the history of electricity with demonstrations using devices and easily understandable explanations of the science behind them. 
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
