THE POSITION

The Desert Research Institute seeks a Scientific Applications Programmer for an advanced computing facility that is being developed as part of the Advanced Computing in Environmental Sciences (ACES) project (http://www.nevada.edu/epscor/aces.html) with funding from the National Science Foundation. This facility will include an SMP machine, visualization equipment, and a collaborative AccessGrid environment.

Responsibilities include: supporting environmental scientists in developing and porting their computer code for use in an advanced computational environment with parallel processing, high-end visualization, and AccessGrid collaborative environments; facilitating adoption of the newest computer science advances in environmental computing; supporting implementation of parallel algorithms, optimization of code, and development of visualization tools; developing and delivering tutorials and seminars on advanced computing methods and software for ACES scientists; assisting in developing scientific program for ACES annual workshops; preparing ACES project documentation such as status reports, talks, and conference presentations; and writing software documentation. 

Required Qualifications: MS in computer science or advanced degree in computationally intensive environmental discipline; four years of working experience in research environment; proficiency in Fortran, C and/or C++ programming; familiarity with OpenGL (or equivalent) and graphics programming concepts; proficiency in MPI programming; some knowledge of system administration and network programming; excellent analytical and problem solving skills; strong oral and written communication skills. 

Preferred Qualifications: PhD in computational science; experience with Globus and Condor grid computing tools; experience with data analysis, visualization software, and graphics scripting languages; experience with large software projects; knowledge of Linux kernel; publication record. 

Funding for this position has been obtained for two years, with excellent opportunities for extension.  Occasional weekend and evening hours and travel will be required.
